Facility Certi cation and Reporting
Builders would make their own business arrangements
to recycle or dispose of the materials coming o their
projects. The DAO would certify C&D collection facilities,
recyclers and processors, and provide a list of these
certi ed facilities to all builders. To verify that materials
have been properly diverted for recycling, an auditing,
tracking and reporting system would be set up and
managed by the DAO.

Unredeemed Deposits
Any money resulting from unredeemed deposits would
be held whole and separate in an environment fund,

which would be used to fund initiatives to further develop

construction waste reduction or diversion. None of the
money would go to government.

Reporting and Accountability

By regulation, the DAO would be required to report
annually to the Minister of Environment through
Business Plans and Annual Reports, including

such information as audited nancial statements,
program targets, performance measures and results.
This information would be publicly available.

Phased Approach

The program would initially include only new
construction projects, with renovation and demolition
projects to be added in subsequent program phases. New
construction material tends to be cleaner than renovation
or demolition materials and therefore easier to recycle.
Starting with cleaner materials would help recycling
infrastructure to develop, and make it easier to deal with
renovation and demolition materials in the next phase

or phases. At this point, no speci c timeline has been set
for the addition of renovation and demolition materials to
the program.

Timing and Next Steps

Program consultation will take place throughout June,
and the working group will then reconvene to review
all stakeholders’ feedback and make any necessary
program adjustments.

The proposed program requires a regulation, which
means it must be reviewed and approved by Cabinet in
order to come into e ect. The intent is to have the nal
regulatory package ready for Cabinet’s review by the fall
of 2009.

If all requlatory requirements are approved, the goal for
implementing the program is sometime in 2010. The
program would apply only to new permits issued after the
implementation date and notice would be provided well
in advance of program implementation.
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
